Trip Report 2000 Global Air & Space Meeting and Exhibit

I attended the AIAA Global Air & Space 2000 Meeting and Exhibit held May 10th  – 12th, in Crystal City Arlington Virginia.   The purpose of this activity was to provide me an opportunity to work with other AIAA members at the National level to enhance my visibility in the organization and to listen to state of the art lectures in my technical area.

The primary activity I was involved with was the XXX Committee meeting. This meeting was an opportunity to meet with the various Regional Directors, and Standing Committee Chairs and technical experts during several working sessions. Tech Libraries, Research Centers, etc.)  The real benefit is the long-term plan to have this data available at a reduced rate via the web for corporate members.  A transaction based process with significant discounts is also being reviewed along side the subscription based plans.  (I participate as a voting member of this committee)
